Dear friends and supporters of Restore,
Our last mailing informed you of Restore’s aim to launch a voucher exchange scheme.  Asylum seekers on Section 4 support receive supermarket vouchers rather than cash.  We wish to offer cash for vouchers to the particularly vulnerable to enable them to have greater choice in their shopping and money for travel.  

I am pleased to inform you that we have a volunteer coordinator – Mauricio Silva – and a few volunteers willing to assist with the running of this scheme.  What we need now are sponsors willing to buy vouchers.  A few people have already responded to Restore’s call at our Open Meeting and following our last mailing.  Would you be willing to consider being a sponsor?  Please read the attached form which gives further information.  Your commitment would be to give £35 per month in exchange for a supermarket voucher – most likely an Asda or Tesco voucher.  

The voucher system is due to change as the UK Border Agency plans to introduce payment cards (still with no access to cash) in the West Midlands next year.  We are not inclined, therefore, to request sponsors to set up a standing order with Restore.  Instead we are asking sponsors to commit to sending a cheque of £35 payable to ‘Restore’ each month and we will respond by sending a supermarket voucher worth £35 to the sponsor.
